	Lesson Objectives: Students will be able to distinguish living and non-living things by doing the worksheet with at least 85% accuracy.

	Lesson Cycle: (Direct instruction) 


 

	The teacher will:
	The student will:

	Focus/Mental Set: 
•put a set of puzzles (puzzles of living or non-living things) on each group table.
•add two points to the first group that finishes the puzzle.

	•Work in a group to finish the puzzles and one of the group members will bring it to the front. The rest of the group members come back to the carpet.

	Teacher Input:

•Read the lesson objective to the students. (I will tell the difference between living and non-living things.)

•Demonstrate and use hand/body gestures while saying the words “living and non-living”.

Word: living

Gesture: Keep moving your body and saying the word “living things”

Word: non-living

Gesture: Stop moving your body and say the word “non-living thing.”

• Play the Living Thing video and ask students to find one thing that living things need or do.

•Ask students to turn and talk about what they know about living things from the video.
•draw a mind map (put living things in the middle) of the board.
•lead the students to brainstorm about things living things need or do.
•guide students to think about nonliving things. (use the puzzles they just made)
•read aloud the eBook Living or Nonliving and ask students a question after reading a page. 
•name different things to let students distinguish what are living and nonliving things.

	•read the lesson objective with the teacher.

•find one thing that living things need or do in the video.
•tell the teacher what they remember from the video.

•brainstorm what living things need in order to survive.
•brainstorm the difference between living things and nonliving things.
•listen to the eBook Living or Nonliving and do Pair Share when the teacher asks the questions.

•answer the teacher if the teacher’s question is a living thing or nonliving thing.


	Guided Practice

• use ESL strategies which is student self-selection of key vocabulary to let students review, discuss, define the vocabularies that we just taught.

     -vocabulary:

•group students into two groups and pass down the index cards which have living or nonliving things on it.

•draw two big circles on the board, one of the circles represent living things, the other represents nonliving things.

•see if all the things are classified in the right circles with students.

•give one point to every student.

	• review, discuss, and define the vocabularies before doing the guided practice.
•line up in two lines and get ready for the game.
•start to classify their index cards and put it on the right circle on the board one at a time.

•correct things on the board if they are classified in the right circle. 

	Independent Practice:

•pass down the living and nonliving things worksheet.
•walk around and check students’ first part of their worksheet. The student who finishes first can read books in the class library.
	•complete the living and nonliving worksheet. 


	Closure:
•provide a very quick review of the definitions of living and nonliving things.
•ask students to write down one living and nonliving thing in their house. 
• ask students to write down what their living thing need in order to survive (at least three things)

• use ESL strategies which is content word wall. Put the vocabularies that we taught on the content word wall which can make students which can have students use the words in the activities.
	• write down one living and nonliving thing in their house.
• write down what that living thing needs in order to survive

• hand their index card to the teacher before going out for recess.

504 Instructional Strategies: The student has difficulty learning by listening
•play the Living Thing video and ask students to find one thing that living things need or do.

Before the lesson:

Teacher will provide the student script and different pictures of the video.

During the lesson: 

The teacher will have the student use colored markers to highlight one thing that living things need to do on his/her script paper.

504 Instructional Strategies: The student has difficulty reading written material

•complete the living and nonliving worksheet.

The teacher will allow extra time for the student to complete the worksheet. Moreover, the teacher will help the student visualize what he/she reads.

IDEA Disability: Hearing Impairments
- Designating a note taker which can help the student with hearing impairment concentrate fully during the class. 
- Teacher will combine traditional communication, lip reading, sign language and assistive technology for the student to make listening to lectures and participating in class discussions easily. 

- Having the student do less work on independent practice. The student only has to distinguish one living thing and one non-living thing on his/her worksheet.
